For Campers and Parents/Guardians 

The West Ohio Conference of the United Methodist Church, Inc.’s Wesley Camp and Retreat Center (“Wesley Camp and 
Retreat Center”) is owned by and a ministry of The West Ohio Conference of the United Methodist Church, Inc. 

Wesley Camp and Retreat Center is committed to providing a safe, fun, and respectful environment for all campers, 
staff, and volunteers. This Code of Conduct outlines expectations for behavior during all camp activities. 

Behavior Expectations 
• Treat fellow campers, staff, yourself, and visitors with kindness and courtesy. 
• No bullying, teasing, or harassment of any kind. 
• Respect personal space and property of others. 
• Follow all safety rules and instructions from camp staff. 
• Stay within designated areas unless supervised. 
• No possession or use of prohibited items (weapons, drugs, alcohol, tobacco). 

Dress Code 
• Wear comfortable, weather-appropriate clothing suitable for outdoor activities 
• Closed-toe shoes are required for most activities. 
• Avoid clothing with offensive language or graphics. 
• Swimwear should be modest and appropriate for personal flotation devices. 

Social Media  
• Do not post photos or videos of other campers without their consent. 
• Refrain from sharing camp location details publicly during the session. 
• Use respectful language when posting about camp experiences. 
• Follow all camp rules regarding device usage and online behavior.  

Consequences for Misconduct 
• Verbal warning and discussion with camper. 
• Notification of parent/guardian. 
• Possible removal from activity or camp without refund for serious or repeated violations.
